Article 4:
The KW.T., D.C.C. shall provide free meals to the needy persons with the help of ST.
MOTHER TERESA FREE FOOD FOR THE HUNGER SERVICES, KARWAR.

Article 5:

The KW.T. D.C.C. can collect the contributions in form of cash or any other materials
for doing social services.

Article 6:

ST. MOTHER TERESA FREE FOOD FOR THE HUNGER SERVICES, KARWAR has the

right to amend the rules that govern the incubation facilities provided, from time to
time.

Article 7:

The agreement is valid for a period of six years with effect from the date of signing
the agreement and may be renewed after that period, incorporating mutually
agreeable modifications if any thereafter. Each party may withdraw from the

agreement by giving a written notice of three months in advance, subject to fulfill
prior obligations otherwise surviving.
